Kindergarten Math Lesson Plan
Comparing Numbers
Tuesday, December 10th, 2013
Lesson Purpose:
· Students should develop and /or deepen their understanding of mathematical concepts of as, many as, more and fewer throughout the lesson and to successfully compare differences of 2 sets of quantities. 
· Students should also be able to successfully construct 2 sets to compare as, many as, more and fewer
Specific Objective:
 N5- Compare 2 sets using one to one correspondence 
 N5- Construct a set to show more than, fewer than, or as many as a given set, using one to one correspondence
Lesson Resources:
· Math Makes Sense Teacher Guide pg.14-19.
Lesson Materials:

· Small bags of snowflake stickers 
· Snap cubes
· Snowman printout & snowflake stickers

· Various toys 

Time:

· Approx. 30 minutes
Lesson Phases: 
(1) Anticipatory Phase:(Helping students get ready to learn)(carpet)
· Invite students to review last math class about counting buttons on the smart board  go to star fall website (starfall.com) and ask to sing snowman song & review counting 1-10.
· TODAY, we are going to do some more counting and we are going to learn all about comparing numbers.  We are going to learn about what words like, AS MANY AS, MORE, and   FEWER, means when we are talking about numbers.  
· Show xmas tree and present example with whole  group (whole group instruction on carpet)   

· PICK Volunteers to hold various toys 
· Next ask the class who can tell me which “student” has the most toys? Wait for response. Discuss how every student has the same amount.  Each student has 1 toy each.
(2)Realization Phase: (Students actively learning)
· Next get different volunteers and give them a different quantity of toys to hold and discuss the differences : fewer than , more than and as many as 

·  Explain to students the differences and proper use of language when comparing; many as, more and fewer.  

· Repeat this with this again, next time with different students to make sure everyone gets a turn.

· **Model how to make sentences using proper mathematical terms.  Example: London has “FEWER” toys than Sadie. Or , Evan has “AS MANY” as John and , ANNA Maria has MORE toys than John’
· ** remember to model the inverse relationship for example:” There are more toys than students or vice versa”. 

(3)Contemplative Phase: (Students reflecting upon, extending, connecting and evaluating their learning)
· (Explain instructions for partner (2 groups of three) work activity with snowman sheet and snowflake stickers))With a partner provide students with materials and ask them to use the stickers to give each of their four snowmen some snowflakes in their picture.
· Explain: you and your partner are going to take turns.  You both have to place as many stickers on any of the four snowman then once you have used all the counters in your bag, you and your partner are going to make sentences about which snowman has the fewer , as many as and/or more snowflakes.   So when I say freeze eyes on me you and your partner have to work together and tell me which snowmen have the fewer or more snowflakes? O.k.? 
· You can circle or describe the snowman that has as many as, (equal) more and fewer.  Etc as I ask 
· Allow all groups to discuss and compare their snowman
Lesson Assessment:
· Observation/participation in class discussion, Masters , ability to show and count the differences and determine whether 1 set has as many as the other set , or which set has fewer or more. 
· Worksheet for them to complete to hand in at end of class if I run out of time.

    Enrichment/Extension Activities: math centers and snap cube activity

They can also colour and cut and glue on to construction paper for added fine motor skills.
** If lesson is completed early students can work in math related centers as well
