
  I believe in a classroom, in which the teacher always creates a strong sense of community where students feel safe, and a strong sense of belonging. I believe in a classroom environment, where both teachers and students continually work together, accepting and respecting one another.  Most importantly I must give students choice in the classroom, and listen to their voice
 A well managed class and an effective environment is essential for learning to occur.  However, I am not the sole decision maker in the classroom, I will ask the students to help me decide what rules should be emplaced; we can write the rules together so that we all ensure learning takes place in a productive environment 
Classroom management also becomes less of an issue when I establish strong, caring and respectful relationships with my students, give them responsibilities in the classroom and work toward maintaining a well –ordered environment.  By establishing strong relationships with my students, providing students with a sense of responsibility as well as clear expectations and routines it is not I who keep the students in line, it is the students themselves who decide to behave
Classrooms should be student- centered, where the teacher strives to meet and respond to students’ needs, talents, interests and abilities- By understanding the students and their needs, learning can be highly successful.

Each student should be respected, and I must acknowledge that every student is different – each student holds unique abilities, strengths, weaknesses and talents. Most importantly, I must believe that every student can learn –“just not on the same day, or the same way”
I believe in a differentiated classroom where teachers are always meeting students at their readiness level, providing them with appropriate challenges so they move beyond “a continuum of growth”, this way I am ensuring that all students are being taught at a level in which they can be successful 
To address the many different learning styles of students I will continually use a variety of instructional strategies within the classroom.  I will also work at helping students construct knowledge by relating it to their experiences, their interests, their readiness levels, learning preferences and learning styles. In addition, I will also encourage students to be active in their learning, where they have ample opportunities for hands- on learning and have freedom in the classroom 
I will be more of a facilitator of learning for my students, helping them to observe, analyze and question while guiding then to discover new gained knowledge rather then an authority figure who knows all the right and wrong answers. It is O.k. to learn along with my students, because “to teach, is to learn again”
Assessment should be on-going and multiple forms of assessment should be used.  Students should be given a variety of options to show their work and demonstrate their learning. Assessment is not limited to multiple choice tests, but will encompass projects, exhibits, portfolios, experiments, self -assessment and so on. 

I will strive to continually reflect upon my own teaching methods. Through reflection I am able to examine my own actions in the classroom and ask myself what aspects of my teaching are effectively well and what aspects of my teaching could be improved? I will also acknowledge the pertinent value of professional development and continually grow through both reflection and professional development. I hope to never stop growing.
